So what is Human Trafficking?

• Recruitment, harboring or transportation of a 
person by using force, fraud or coercion. 

• Victims are exploited for commercial sex act 
($) 

or for labor purposes. 



So what is Sex Trafficking? 

• Person induced to perform such an act is not 
yet 18 years old.

• Physical movement is not a requirement of sex 
trafficking. 

Smuggling is different!

• $$ Money $$ drives this whole thing. 



Why do victims stay?

• Force: violence and / or drugs

• Fraud: promise of money, fame, family

• Threats: will hurt family or take friends

• Coercion:  blackmail (post photos, tell everyone, tell 
employer)



A Threat to our Children?

• 12-14 years of age, average age of entry 
into Human Trafficking 

• FBI states 100,000 youth being trafficked 
each day 



A Threat to our Children?

• 1.3 million missing and runaway kids 
annually (1 in 3)

• Runaway youth are often approached 
within 48 hours of leaving home

• Tourist area / Casinos



Is it really a problem here?

• Michigan is ranked in the Top 10 in the nation 
for Sex Trafficking.

• Human trafficking is the second largest 
criminal industry and fastest growing crime in 
the world. 

• 80% are women. 50% are children.



The Money

• Why is Trafficking 2nd only to drugs?

– A drug you sell once.  A person can be sold multiple times…..  
Each day!

– A child or woman is often sold 15 – 20 times… Each day!

– A child or woman works up to 20 hours…..     Each day!

– There is often a $1000 minimum earnings per victim… Each 
day!

Red Flags

• Motels near adult entertainment businesses

• Young girls checking in with older men or 
during a school day

• Checking in without luggage

• Man won’t give his identifying info



Red Flags

• High end cars in low end motels

• Lots of young girls loitering in or around the 
motel

• One female with several men

• Cars backed into shady, dark area



More red flags

• Several girls “living” at the motel

• Minors left in the room unattended

• Not wanting housekeeping for days

• Drugs or sexual items in rooms with minors



Can you spot a Sex Trafficking victim?

• Small tattoos (Branded)

• Recurrent or unexplained injuries

• Injuries that are poorly healed (no medical 
attention)

• Drug addiction

• Frequent pregnancy tests

• Frequent STDs



Behaviors of Trafficking Victims

• Similar to those of Domestic Assault

– Denial of assaults

– Protection of the pimp

– Victims often don’t speak for themselves at 
medical facility

– Confrontational with law enforcement



Reporting Mechanisms for     
Healthcare Professionals

• For minors, call police immediately

– Generally use the local Non-Emergency number

• For adults

– Obtain consent and call police or hotline together
– If they refuse consent, provide informational resources for 

them
• National Human Trafficking Hotline
• Local Task Force, shelter, non-profits, churches



Don’t be afraid to call

• Hotels are not the only place children are 
trafficked! If you suspect trafficking, please call!
